e If the service member died prior to August 1, 2011, the child may be

eligible for both DEA and the Fry Scholarship:

e Combined benefits are capped at 81 months.
e If the child is receiving DIC, they will need to give up those payments.

school (1 Aug 2024)
* Book and Supply Stipend
e Upto $1,000 per academic year ($41.67/credit hour)
e Monthly Housing Allowance
e Equal to BAH rate - E-5 with dependents
e Based on zipcode of campus where attending class
e MUST be attending more than half-time to qualify
« If attending only online classes: $1,177.50 per month
(1 Aug 2024)
¢ Timeline/Expiration of Benefits:
* Spouse's eligibility expires on remarriage
¢ Child's eligibility begins depending on when the child turns age 18 or
graduates from high school (whichever was first):
e If the child turns age 18 or graduates high school prior to January 1,
2013, eligibility expires on the child's 33rd birthday.
e If the child turns 18 or graduates high school on or after January 1,
2013, eligibility never expires.
